In areas I was able to reach I did not detect excess moisture in the lumber indicating there is no 
active leak at these areas.  I am unable to determine if a leak exists in other areas.  Water infiltration in the home can lead to mold growth 
which may be a health hazard.  I did not test for mold growth in these areas but testing is recommended.  Please see the report attachment 
regarding mold.

1. Roof

1.0 ROOF COVERINGS

 Repair or Replace

 (1) There is a section of the roof sheathing which was replaced at one time for reasons unknown and the roofing repair performed is 
improperly completed.  The roofing shingles should be properly weaved together to prevent leaking.  A qualified roofer should make the 
repairs as necessary. 

 (2) Several of the roof ridge/hip roof cap shingles have exposed nail heads that should be sealed to prevent water penetration.  A qualified 
person or roofing contractor should perform the work.

 Repair or Replace

 (1) There is only a two prong outlet found in the main bath at the light fixture. I recommend a duplex GFCI outlet be installed by a 
licensed electrician for safety precautions. 

 (2) The kitchen counter receptacles are not GFCI type receptacles.  Current standards require GFCI type receptacles in these locations.  I 
recommend the installation of GFCI receptacles by a qualified person or licensed electrical contractor. 

6.8 CARBON MONOXIDE DETECTORS
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 Repair or Replace

 There is a carbon monoxide detector installed in the basement stairwell, which we did not test. It is recommended that a carbon monoxide 
be installed in close proximity to all sleeping quarters in the home. 

7. Doors, Windows and Interior

7.0 CEILINGS

 Repair or Replace

 (1) The Sheetrock on the ceiling reveals a water stain indicating a leak did or still exists in the kitchen likely from the roof or plumbing 
vent pipe above. The repair work will likely involve the removal of covering in order to inspect the framing. The adjacent cabinetry has 
also been affected by the leak but the full extent of damage cannot be realized until the covering is removed. A qualified person should 
repair or replace as needed. 

 (2) The ceiling and walls in the furnace room have exposed wood members where a fire resistant material such as fire rated drywall is 
recommended to a create a proper fire separation between the combustible appliances and living space.  I recommend correction as 
needed. 

7.1 WALLS

 Repair or Replace

 Signs of fungi growth is present on the walls along basement, bath vanity,walls in washer dryer room and floor system in basement in 
several areas. We did not inspect, test or determine if this growth is or is not a health hazard. The underlying cause is moisture. I 
recommend you contact a mold inspector or expert for investigation or correction if needed. 

7.3 STEPS, STAIRWAYS, BALCONIES AND RAILINGS

 Repair or Replace

 (1) There is no handrail or safety barrier installed on the stairs leading to the basement.  A proper safety rail is recommended.  A qualified 
person should install as needed. 

7.4 COUNTERS AND A REPRESENTATIVE NUMBER OF CABINET S

 Repair or Replace

 The vanity cabinet in the main bath shows signs of water damage from a prior leak.  I did not find a leak under the vanity at the time of 
inspection.  The vanity is also not properly fastened to the wall.  I recommend repairs by a qualified person as desired. 

7.5 DOORS (REPRESENTATIVE NUMBER)

 Repair or Replace

 (1) The door for the master bedroom is damaged and does not have a latching door knob or lever.  A qualified person or carpenter should 
repair or replace as needed. 

 (2) The bedroom, basement, basement bath door are out of alignment and do not close properly.  Repairs or adjustment by a qualified 
person are needed. 

7.6 WINDOWS (REPRESENTATIVE NUMBER)

 Repair or Replace

 (1) Several of the window frames in the bedroom and living room have been cut to accommodate a window air conditioning unit, and 
by doing so has compromised the effectiveness of the window seal and energy efficiency will be lost.  

 (2) The window sashes in the corner bedroom, master bedroom and living room do not stay in the up position and close suddenly which 
can injure someone.  Repairs or adjustments by a qualified person are recommended. 

 (3) One window in the living room and kitchen have broken thermal seals and moisture is present between the glazing.  Broken thermal 
seals reduce the energy efficiency of the window.  Repair by a qualified glazier is recommended. 

 (4) The left side casement window in the living room does not crank all the way closed and requires adjustment by a qualified person. 

8. Insulation and Ventilation

8.0 INSULATION IN ATTIC

 Repair or Replace

 Fiberglass (Rolls) insulation is old and has settled, and less than six inches in thickness remains. in attic. Heat loss can occur more on this 
home than one that is properly insulated. A qualified person should repair or replace as needed. 

8.4 VENTING SYSTEMS (Kitchens, baths and laundry)

 Repair or Replace

 (1) The kitchen exhaust fan should have a screen, louver or damper to prevent insect infiltration and drafts into the home at this point.  

 (2) There are no mechanical ventilating fans in the main bath or basement bath.  A ventilating fan is recommended in these areas to reduce 
moisture and condensation build up which can lead to mold growth and deterioration of building materials.  
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Home inspectors are not required to report on the following: Life expectancy of any component or system; The causes of the need for a repair; The 
methods, materials, and costs of corrections; The suitability of the property for any specialized use; Compliance or non-compliance with codes, 
ordinances, statutes, regulatory requirements or restrictions; The market value of the property or its marketability; The advisability or 
inadvisability of purchase of the property; Any component or system that was not observed; The presence or absence of pests such as wood 
damaging organisms, rodents, or insects; or Cosmetic items, underground items, or items not permanently installed.

to mold, toxins, carcinogens, noise, contaminants in the building or in soil, water, and air; Determine the effectiveness of any system installed to 
control or remove suspected hazardous substances; Predict future condition, including but not limited to failure of components; Since this report is 
provided for the specific benefit of the customer(s), secondary readers of this information should hire a licensed inspector to perform an inspection 
to meet their specific needs and to obtain current information concerning this property.
